tions does this have for our understanding of The Trinity and Jesus’ role within it? 

• Read the main scriptures listed. Which acknowledgment of Jesus as the Son of God (from the angel, 
God the Father, or His followers) stands out to you the most and why? 

• What do you think Jesus meant when He said, "No one comes to the Father except through me”? 
What about people who lived before Jesus, are they all doomed? (Abraham, Noah, Adam, etc.)   

•  Considering Matt 26:63-66 and John 19:7 discuss the historical and religious context that made Je-
sus’ claim to be God so controversial, leading to His crucifixion?   

5. Taking it home: Is there anything in your life that needs to get surrendered to Jesus who is God? 
Are there things he’s asking as God, that you’re holding back thinking “he understands, he was a hu-
man”?
